Woman 2

I am certain that I will

Woman 1

Did you hear those firecrackers earlier

Woman 2

They weren’t firecrackers. They were gunshots

Woman 1

Really? How do you know?

Woman 2

I fired one

Woman 1

What?

Woman 2

I shot the man who shot Jerry

Woman 1

What? Oh my God. You shot him

Woman 2

Subtly nods

Woman 1

But, but there were 2 shots

Woman 2

Nodding 

He shot me back

Woman 1

Hysterical
