
DARK MAGIC

FADE IN:

INT. LIVING ROOM - NIGHT

ANGLE ON - LARGE WINDOW

CATHY MOORE, 24, can be seen running across the lot that was below the window.

ANGLE ON - BEDROOM DOOR

CATHY runs through the door.

She turns around and slams it shut and locks it.

CATHY turns around and runs to her phone.

She grabs it and dials a number.


CATHY


(Scared.)

Please.

The phone can be heard ringing.


MAN (V.O.)

Hello?


CATHY


(Into phone.)

It's me, baby. I need you. I don't know what to do.

She hangs up the phone.

Banging occurs on her door.


CATHY

Stay away!

She runs over to the large window.

She peeks outside.


CATHY

Shit.

She turns around to see someone there.

She screams.

She backs up into the window.

It shatters and she falls out to the ground below.

We never saw the person behind her.

The camera moves out the window.

CATHY lies lifeless on the ground, covered in blood.

FADE IN:

INT. CAFE DINER - PRESENT DAY

HEATHER BAKER, 21, sits down at a booth with her two close friends: IAN and CARRIE.

BONNIE, their waitress, brings over their drinks.


BONNIE

Here you go. You're food should be out shortly too.


HEATHER

Thank you.

HEATHER takes a sip of her tea.


CARRIE


(To Heather)

So, Ian and I were thinking taking his father's boat out on the water for the weekend.

CARRIE sips her drink.


CARRIE (CON'T)

Do you think you'll be able to come with us?


HEATHER

I don't think so. I have to put in double time at work so I can have the rent by next Friday.


IAN

You're always working. When are you going to have some real fun?


HEATHER

I'm an adult, Ian. I don't have any time for fun. I have to keep food on the table now.

CARRIE looks at her cellular phone.


CARRIE

It's obvious your job has you real stressed. You should take the day off and come out there.


HEATHER

I can't, Carrie. I really need the money. I've already been late two times with the rent.

BONNIE comes back out with their food and places it on the table in front of them.


IAN


(To Heather.)

Do you know what you need? Let me tell you what you need.


HEATHER

Tell me what I need.


IAN

You need to find a new place to live. A place where the rent is much cheaper.

HEATHER smiles.


CARRIE

Heather, he's right. This is South Carolina. Places to live shouldn't be that expensive down here. You're being ripped.


HEATHER


(Holding her tea.)

Well, where do I go? It took me forever to get a deal on the place I have now.


CARRIE

Deal? Please. You just said you couldn't afford it.


HEATHER

I am paying a little much for rent, aren’t I?


CARRIE

Totally.


HEATHER

Well, what's the easiest way to go about getting a new place. I had to drive around for hours looking the last time.

IAN bites into food.


IAN


(Chewing.)

The newspaper. You're bound to come up with something.

CARRIE sips her drink.


CARRIE


(To Heather.)

You don't go into work until the afternoon, right? I'll go out with you in the morning if you want to drive around and look.


HEATHER

I'm probably going to sleep in for a little bit. I'll just get a paper and see what I can find.

CUT TO:

INT. HEATHER'S APARTMENT - KITCHEN - DAY

HEATHER sits down at her kitchen table. The newspaper is lied out in front of her.

She sits with a pen and pad at her side. She's scratching out an ad for an apartment in the paper.

Her telephone, which is also on her table, starts ringing. She grabs it and answers.


HEATHER


(On phone.)

Hello?


CARRIE (V.O.)

Hey. Any luck?


HEATHER


(On phone.)

No. Not yet. I thought you were going out with Ian.


CARRIE (V.O.)

I am. I just wanted to call and see how you're doing.


HEATHER


(On phone.)

I'll give you a call when I find a place.


CARRIE (V.O.)

Ta-ta.

HEATHER smiles and hangs up.

She turns her attention back down towards the paper. She starts dialing a number on her phone.


WOMAN (V.O.)

Hello?


HEATHER


(On phone.)

Hi. My name is Heather Baker. I'm calling about the ad you placed in the paper.


WOMAN (V.O.)

We're not renting! 

The WOMAN on the other end hangs up.

HEATHER looks at her phone. She too hangs up.


HEATHER

This is ridiculous.

HEATHER looks down to the paper. Her eyes light up. There's an ad about space for rent.


HEATHER


(Reading the paper.)

Spacious room for rent in huge Victorian style house. Call Alice Conrad for information.

She grabs her phone and dials the number.


HEATHER


(On phone.)

Hi. My name is Heather Baker. Can I speak to Alice Conrad, please?

A bit of silence.


HEATHER

Hi Mrs. Conrad. How are you? I'm calling about the ad you placed in the newspaper regarding a room you have for rent.

CUT TO:

INT. MOVING VAN - DAY

HEATHER sits on the passenger side of the van.

IAN is driving the van and CARRIE is in the middle.


HEATHER


(Looking at map.)

You have to make a right at your next turn. The house is gonna be a few miles down that road.


CARRIE

Heather, did you look around good enough? This house is in the middle of nowhere.


HEATHER

It's only twenty minutes away from the city.


IAN


(To Heather.)

Here's our right. The sign says Crescent Drive. Is that the right name of the road?


HEATHER

Yeah. Keep on heading down this road and we shouldn't be able to miss it.


CARRIE

I don't think we'll be able to miss it. It's probably the only house on this road.


HEATHER

Very funny, Carrie. You're the one who told me to move out and get a place I can afford.


CARRIE

This is true.


HEATHER

Besides the woman who occupies the house is probably lonely and could use a friend.


CARRIE

You're definitely right about that one, Heather.

CUT TO:

EXT. VICTORIAN HOUSE - DAY

HEATHER gets out of the van and takes a deep breath. She looks at the house and smiles.


HEATHER

It's huge.

CARRIE gets out of the van.


CARRIE

It's beautiful. Are you sure it's only three hundred a month?


HEATHER

Yeah. That's what the woman said when I talked to her.


CARRIE

She's got to be loaded.


HEATHER

I don't know about that. Why would she need the extra three hundred a month?


CARRIE

You got me.

IAN opens the back of the van.


IAN

You guys going to give me a hand or what?

CARRIE looks over at IAN.


CARRIE

I wasn't planning on it.


IAN

Very funny.

CARRIE laughs.


HEATHER


(To Carrie.)

I'll be right back. I'm gonna go let Mrs. Conrad know I'm here.


CARRIE

Okie-dokie.

HEATHER turns around and starts walking towards the house.

She looks up in one of the windows on the third story to see an old man just staring out it.

HEATHER gets to the porch and knocks on the door.

Standing there for several seconds, she decides to call out.


HEATHER


(Calling out.)

Hello?

ALICE CONRAD , 54, makes her way to the door.


ALICE

Can I help you?


HEATHER

Hi. I'm Heather. I talked to you about renting a room you placed in the newspaper.


ALICE

Oh, yes. Heather Baker. Please call me Alice, honey. Mrs. Conrad makes me feel so old.

ALICE and HEATHER exchange a laugh.


ALICE

Such a pretty girl. Do you get your looks from your mother?


HEATHER

That's what everyone says. She died when I was a little girl.


ALICE

Oh, I'm sorry. Didn't mean to bring up such a sad time for you.


HEATHER

No. It's fine. You didn't know. I just don't like to talk about it that much.

IAN and CARRIE walk onto the porch with boxes.


HEATHER


(To Alice.)

Oh, Alice, these are my two close friends: Ian and Carrie.


IAN


(To Alice.)

It's nice to meet you, Alice. Do you have a place inside where we can sit these boxes?


ALICE

Oh, sure, honey. Just follow me and I'll show you the room Heather will be renting.

CUT TO:

INT. HEATHER'S ROOM

ALICE escorts the three into HEATHER'S new room.


ALICE

This is your room. It has all you need. There's even a bathroom in that door back there.

The room was huge and complete with furniture.


HEATHER

This is nice.


ALICE

There isn't a kitchen, but there are plenty of cupboards to keep some snacks. And don't hesitate to share my kitchen. I fix breakfast every morning at eight. Dinner is at six and I always have a snack at nine. You're more than welcome to join me, Heather.


HEATHER

Thank you. I'll just have to take you up on that offer.

CARRIE walks over and flops on her bed.


CARRIE

Oh, Heather. You're going to have some good nights on this.


HEATHER


(Awkwardly.)

Heather.


CARRIE

Oh, please. You know what I'm talking about.

HEATHER walks over and sits on her couch.


HEATHER

Come try this out.

CARRIE walks over and sits next to her.


CARRIE

Oh, God. I don't think I want to get up.


IAN

When you two are done drooling over the bed, will you let me know? I'm going to get the rest of Heather's things.

CUT TO:

EXT. ALICE'S VICTORIAN HOUSE - DAY

IAN slams the back of the van shut.


IAN

That's it.

CARRIE sighs.


CARRIE


(To Heather.)

Well, I guess Ian and I better get going, Heather. Give us a call if you need anything.


HEATHER

I will. Thank you guys so much for helping out.


IAN

Anytime.

HEATHER exchanges hugs with IAN and CARRIE.


CARRIE


(To Alice.)

It was nice to meet you.


ALICE

Same to you.


IAN


(To Alice.)

Bye Alice.

IAN and CARRIE get into the van and pull off.

HEATHER stands there with ALICE looking around.


ALICE

Why don't you come inside with me, Heather? I can introduce you to my staff, which will also be your staff too.


HEATHER

Staff?

CUT TO:

INT. ALICE'S LIVING ROOM - DAY

MADELINE, the maid, is dusting off a stand. She was way older than ALICE was.


ALICE (O.S.)

Madeline.

MADELINE turns around to see ALICE and HEATHER.


MADELINE

Yes, ma'am.


ALICE

This is Heather. She's going to be renting the bedroom upstairs from now on.


MADELINE


(To Heather.)

Hello Heather.


HEATHER

Hi.


MADELINE

If there is anything I can do for you just let me know.


HEATHER

Sure.


ALICE


(To Madeline.)

I put the towels for the bedroom in the linen basket. Please see to it that they're cleaned and ready for Heather by tonight.


MADELINE

Yes ma'am.


HEATHER


(To Alice.)

Oh, no. You don't have to do. I brought some with me.

ALICE looks to HEATHER.


ALICE

Nonsense. You can never have too many towels.


HEATHER

It's fine. Everything you're doing for me is nice, but I can do some things for myself.


ALICE

Oh, I'm sorry. I'm making you feel uncomfortable, aren't I?

HEATHER slightly smiles.


ALICE

It's just that I want to make you feel like you're at home. All the other occupants never seem to stay very long.


HEATHER

I appreciate it. I do. And you don't have to worry about me leaving anytime soon. The deal you're giving me is like a dream come true.


ALICE

I'm glad you like it.

MADELINE goes back about her business.


ALICE (CON'T)

So, do you have any questions about anything?


HEATHER

Actually, I do. When I arrived here I saw a man in the window.


ALICE

Oh, yes. That would be Henry. He's my husband.


HEATHER

He seemed a little "out-of-place" when he saw me.


ALICE

Oh, he's like that. I can assure you that he's harmless. I mean, he barely talks to me anymore.


HEATHER

What happened?


ALICE

He was in the war. He suffers from post-traumatic stress disorder. He does talk, but everything he says is nonsense. He's able to walk, but all he does is sit at that window and look out it.


HEATHER

How long has he been sitting there for?


ALICE

It's been about six years. I feed and wash him in that same spot all the time.


HEATHER

I'm sorry.


ALICE

Come with me. I'll take you up there to meet him.

CUT TO:

INT. HENRY'S ROOM

ALICE opens the door and walks inside.

HEATHER follows right behind her as they both approach the man sitting at the window.


ALICE

Henry, darlin'. This is Heather Baker. She's going to be living with us.


HEATHER


(To Henry.)

Hello Henry. It's really nice to meet you.

HENRY doesn't even blink. He just continues staring out that window with a blank expression.


ALICE

You see what I mean. There won't be a day gone by that you won't see him at this window. It's something that you gotta get use to.


HEATHER

Oh, it doesn't bother me. I was just curious.


ALICE


(To Henry.)

Would you like a glass of water, darlin'? I bet you do.

ALICE and HEATHER make their way out the room.

ALICE shuts the door and turns to look at HEATHER.


ALICE

Well, I'll leave you be, honey. I bet you got some unpacking you want to do.


HEATHER

Yeah. I do. I'll probably be up all night doing it.


ALICE

Well, dinner is at six. Will I see you there?


HEATHER

Sure. Six o'clock.

CUT TO:

INT. HEATHER'S BATHROOM - SHOWER - EVENING

HEATHER stands in the scrubbing her hair with shampoo and rinsing it out.

She then let's the water run onto her face.

The sound of a door slamming shut startles her.

She turns around and looks in the direction of the door.


HEATHER


(Calling out.)

Hello.

She feels a cold breeze against her neck.


HEATHER


(Murmuring.)

Chilly.

CUT TO:

INT. HEATHER'S BEDROOM

HEATHER comes walking out of the bathroom with a large red towel around her body.

She looks around her bedroom.

Her teeth begin chattering. She's shivering.

She let's out a gasp of air to see her breath.


HEATHER

There must be a window open.

She looks around the room.

A window was open. The one above her couch.


HEATHER


(To window.)

There you are.

HEATHER walks over to the window. 

She slowly reaches her hands out to shut it, but before she can the window slams shut and glass shatters to the floor.

Jumping and screaming, she manages to step on a piece of glass.


HEATHER

Shit.

HEATHER turns around to see someone standing there.

She screams.

It was only MADELINE.


MADELINE

You okay, child?


HEATHER

I'm fine, Madeline. I just stepped on a piece of glass.


MADELINE

Have a seat on the bed and let me see it.

HEATHER sits on the edge of the bed.

MADELINE gets down on her knees and manages to pull out the piece of glass with a yank.

ALICE begins knocking on the bedroom door.


ALICE (O.S.)

Heather. Is everything okay in there? I heard shouting.


HEATHER


(Calling out to Alice.)

Come in.

ALICE opens the door and runs inside.


ALICE

What's going on?


HEATHER

The window broke. I got a piece of glass stuck in my foot.


MADELINE


(To Alice.)

It's out now.


ALICE


(To Madeline.)

I bet it is. You're excused for the night now, Madeline.


MADELINE


(To Alice.)

Thank you.

MADELINE leaves the bedroom.

ALICE sits next to HEATHER.


ALICE

I have a bandage if you need one, darlin'.


HEATHER

I should be fine.


ALICE

Well, dinner is done. I'll see you down there.


HEATHER

Okay.

HEATHER looks to the window.


ALICE

We'll get some cardboard and cover that tonight. I'll have Mr. Alps, the repairman, come over and fix it in the morning.


HEATHER

Thanks.

CUT TO:

INT. ALICE'S DINING ROOM - SAME NIGHT

HEATHER and ALICE sit at opposite ends of the dinner table with their food in front of them.


ALICE

So, how much unpacking did you get done up there?


HEATHER

Not much, but I have tomorrow to get some done.

ALICE pours herself some wine.


ALICE

Would you care for some wine? It's a good year.


HEATHER

No, thank you. I don't drink.

ALICE sips her wine.


ALICE

Me neither, but ever since Henry got home from the war I found it to be quite helpful.

HEATHER and ALICE laugh.


HEATHER

This is such a beautiful house. How long have you owned it?


ALICE

My mother's mother bought the house with her husband in 1907. When they were about thirty-years-old. The two died in a car accident when my mother was twenty-one, which was in 1938. My mother and father passed away in 1967. They were only fifty-years-old at the time. I had the house ever since. I was about sixteen at the time.


HEATHER

That's strange. Does your family have a history of dying at young ages?


ALICE

I wouldn't say that. I'm fifty-four and still here.


HEATHER

How old is Henry?


ALICE

Henry's fifty-eight, but with all that has happened he looks more like eighty-two. He's as healthy as a horse though, but it's just that damn disorder from the war.


HEATHER

How old were you when you and Henry got married?


ALICE

Seventeen. I was beautiful all the time I was growing up. Perfect hair and skin as soft as cotton. I had a beautiful complexion. But as you can see things get old and gray when you hit my age.

ALICE smirks.


HEATHER

I don't know. You look younger than you really are.


ALICE

Oh, you're sweet, Heather.


HEATHER

I'm twenty-one and already spotted a gray hair.

HEATHER laughs.


ALICE

Oh, that's just stress. You will really miss twenty-one when you turn about fifty-four.

CUT TO:

INT. HEATHER'S BEDROOM - NIGHT

HEATHER lies in bed, looking at the busted window that was now covered up with cardboard.

She can hear her door cracking. 

She looks over to see that it has been partially opened.


HEATHER


(Calling out.)

Hello.

She can hear footsteps.


HEATHER


(Calling out.)

Alice, is that you?

HEATHER slowly tosses the covers to the side.

She slowly gets up out of her bed and makes her way over to the bedroom door.

She peeks her head out.


HEATHER


(Whispering.)

Alice.

HEATHER shuts the door.

She turns around to start walking away.

She can hear the door slowly creeping back open.

She freezes in her tracks and slowly turns around to see that the door was cracked open again.


HEATHER


(To herself.)

What is this?

She walks back over to the door and places her hand on the knob when the shadow of a person rushes by.

HEATHER jumps back and gasps.


HEATHER


(Calling out.)

Who's there?

She opens the door and steps out into the hallway.

INT. HALLWAY

HEATHER stands in the middle of the hallway looking down by the steps in the direction where the shadow went.

A hand grabs her shoulder from behind. 

She gasps and turns around to see ALICE standing there.


ALICE

What are you doing up this late, honey?


HEATHER

I saw someone.


ALICE

Where?


HEATHER

Here. In the hallway.


ALICE


(Smiling.)

Well, you're not the only one who lives here, you know?


HEATHER

Yeah, but I thought everyone was asleep. What are you still doing up this late?


ALICE

I was using the bathroom.

ALICE stares at her for a second.


ALICE (CON'T)

You should get some rest. You've been up all day. Don't you have work in the morning?


HEATHER

Yeah. You're right.

ALICE starts walking away.


HEATHER

Goodnight.

HEATHER turns around and walks back into her room.

CUT TO:

EXT. CITY STREET - DAY

HEATHER and CARRIE are walking down the street with a cup of coffee in their hands.


HEATHER

I just got the creepiest feeling the other night.


CARRIE

Strange.


HEATHER

The person I saw walking past the door wasn't someone who's living in the house.


CARRIE

Maybe you were seeing things. You did you have a long day yesterday with moving in and stuff.


HEATHER

Now, you're starting to sound like Alice.

HEATHER drinks her coffee.


HEATHER

Where's Ian?


CARRIE

He's home. He's not feeling too good this morning.


HEATHER

How's he getting along with that agent of his.


CARRIE

I don't know. I mean, acting is what he does, but there isn't too much work around here in South Carolina for him.


HEATHER

You're afraid that one day he's going to get up and wanna head out to California.


CARRIE

Yeah. I mean, if he wants to pursue an acting career than that's what he has to do.


HEATHER

What about New York? That's closer than California.


CARRIE

New York is nothing, but Broadway and reality shows for MTV.


HEATHER

True.

HEATHER drops her drink in a trash can.


HEATHER

Well, I better get a move on or I'm going to be late for work.

CUT TO:

EXT. ALICE VICTORIAN HOUSE - DAY

HEATHER steps out of the car with some groceries in her hand. She shuts and locks her door.

She starts walking up to the house. She can see HENRY looking down from the window. 

She waves.

HEATHER makes it to the front door and turns the knob. 

The door isn't opening.

She reaches in for her keys and realizes that she doesn't have them on her.

Sitting her bags down on the porch, she decides to start knocking on the door for ALICE.


HEATHER


(Calling out.)

Alice. It's Heather. Can you come unlock the door?

A loud thump is heard around the back of the house.


ALICE (O.S.)

Help me!

HEATHER turns her attention to the scream.


HEATHER


(Silently.)

Alice.

HEATHER runs off the porch and around the side of the house to see ALICE face down on the cement.

She rushes to her.


HEATHER

Oh, my God, Alice. What happened? Are you okay?

She bends down and helps her up.


ALICE

Oh, I'm fine. I just took a little spill.


HEATHER

Are you sure?


ALICE

Yeah. Just a scratch. I'll be fine in no time.

ALICE gets to her feet.


ALICE

Oh, Heather, would you mind giving me a hand with dinner tonight? I have to tend to Henry just for a little bit.


HEATHER

Um, sure.

CUT TO:

INT. ALICE'S KITCHEN

HEATHER stands in the kitchen looking at the soup.


HEATHER

Oh, great. Where in the heck does she keep the ladles?

She pulls open a drawer and digs through some silverware.


HEATHER


(Curious.)

What's this?

She pulls out a large rusted dagger and begins examining it.


HEATHER

Odd.


ALICE (O.S.)

What you got there?

HEATHER is startled and immediately puts the dagger back into the drawer and closes it.


HEATHER

Oh, nothing. I was just looking for a ladle. For the soup.


ALICE

I don't have one. We'll just have to make do without.


HEATHER

I guess so.

CUT TO:

INT. DINING ROOM

HEATHER takes a seat at the dining room table.


HEATHER

How's Henry doing?


ALICE

Oh, he's good, darlin'. Thanks for showing concern.


HEATHER

No problem.


ALICE

How are those friends of yours doing?


HEATHER

They're good.


ALICE

Very young too. Why don't you invite them over for dinner one night?


HEATHER

I don't know. They're pretty busy with work and school.


ALICE

It's too bad. I'm sure they'll come over sooner or later.

HEATHER sips her soup.


HEATHER

By the way, Alice, I'm sorry about the other night.


ALICE

No worries. It was your first night in a huge house. I'm sure it was a little scary.


HEATHER

Yeah. It was. And I was really tired like you said.


ALICE

I'm sure.

CUT TO:

INT. HEATHER'S BEDROOM - NIGHT

HEATHER walks into her bedroom and immediately heads straight over to her bed.

She looks over at a picture of her mother. She grabs the picture and runs her finger across it.


HEATHER


(Murmurs.)

Mom.

She sits the picture down and reaches over for the telephone and dials a number.

She holds the phone up to her ear.


HEATHER


(On phone.)

Hey dad. It's Heather. I'm calling to see how you are.


MR. BAKER (V.O.)

Heather, baby. I haven't heard from you in a month. Where are you? How are you?


HEATHER


(On phone.)

I'm good. I'm living about twenty minutes outside Charleston.

There's silence.


MR. BAKER (V.O.)

You should come and see me tomorrow morning. I miss you, honey. I need to see your face.


HEATHER


(On phone.)

Yeah, but is she going to be there with you?


MR. BAKER (V.O.)

Don't worry about her. Come and see me, baby. I'm your father.

CUT TO:

EXT. COUNTRY ROAD - DAY

HEATHER'S car can be seen driving down the street.

CUT TO:

EXT. BAKER RESIDENCE - DAY

HEATHER steps out of her car to see her father standing on the porch with open arms.

He walks down to her and hugs her and kisses her on the cheek.


MR. BAKER

Baby, I've been so worried. Are you sure you're okay?


HEATHER

I'm fine. I really am. I'm renting a room just outside the city and I still have the same job.


MR. BAKER

You're my only child and you live so far away. I know you miss your mother, honey. I miss her too, but we still have one another.


HEATHER

I know, dad. That's why I'm going to be here for you more than I ever have been.


MR. BAKER

Come on, Heather. Come inside and tell me about everything.

CUT TO:

INT. MR. BAKER'S KITCHEN

HEATHER and her father are sitting down at the kitchen. He is fixing the two of them a drink.


HEATHER

It looks the same way mom had it before she passed.


MR. BAKER

I don't use it as much. Only on special occasions like this. We usually eat at Carol's.


HEATHER

How is Carol?


MR. BAKER

Listen, honey. I know you're not that fond of Carol because she's not your mother, but would you at least give her a chance to be your friend? That's all I ask.


HEATHER

Yeah. Sure.

He hands her a drink.


MR. BAKER

So tell me about this new place of yours.

MR. BAKER sits down.


HEATHER

Well, it's big. The lady who owns it is real nice. It just has that creepy "old house" feeling about it.


MR. BAKER

Like.


HEATHER

Well, it might sound crazy, but my window slammed shut one night and the glass shattered all over the floor.


MR. BAKER

Wow.


HEATHER

And someone was outside my door. It kept opening when I'd shut it. I even seen someone walk pass.


MR. BAKER

Could it have been someone else who lives there?


HEATHER

That's what Alice, the woman I'm renting from, said. But they were in bed for sure.


MR. BAKER


(Sipping his drink.)

Maybe it was a ghost.


HEATHER

Oh, come on, dad. You know I don't believe in the supernatural.


MR. BAKER

Why not? It happens all the time all over the world.


HEATHER

Oh, yeah. Prove it. What evidence do people have that ghosts actually exist in the world?


MR. BAKER

Plenty. There's demonic possessions, witches, voodoo, and much more.


HEATHER

That's not evidence. Those are examples. I need cold solid proof they exist.


MR. BAKER

Well, you said it wasn't someone in the house, right?


HEATHER

Right.


MR. BAKER

Well, what else could it have been then?


HEATHER

I don't know. But I refuse to believe it's ghosts.

MR. BAKER just remembers something he wanted to tell her.


MR. BAKER

Oh, there's something I want to give you before I forget.


HEATHER

What?

He reaches into his pockets.

He pulls out a beaded necklace.


HEATHER

What's that?


MR. BAKER

It was your mother's. She got it in Africa. It's said to give luck to the occupant who wears it when they are in danger.


HEATHER

Wow.


MR. BAKER

I thought you'd might like to have it.


HEATHER

Thank you.

He drops the necklace into her hand.

HEATHER puts it around her neck.


HEATHER

What do you think?


MR. BAKER

It makes you look even more like your mother.

CUT TO:

INT. ALICE'S HOUSE - LIVING ROOM - EVENING

HEATHER comes walking through the front door to see MADELINE dusting off some figurines.


HEATHER

Hi Madeline.

MADELINE turns to look at her.


MADELINE

Hello Heather. Did you have a good day?


HEATHER

Yes. How about you?


MADELINE

Not bad.

HEATHER starts walking away when she comes to a stop and turns back around towards MADELINE.


HEATHER

Um...

MADELINE turns her attention towards her.


MADELINE

Yes, dear.


HEATHER

You've been living here for quite some time, haven't you?


MADELINE

As long as I can remember. Why? Do you have a question?


HEATHER

Has anything strange ever happened to you?


MADELINE

Anything strange. Like what.


HEATHER

Ghosts.


MADELINE


(Laughing.)

No, sugar. There's no such thing as that. Don't you know it?


HEATHER


(Smiling.)

Yeah. I was just asking.

They share a moment of silence.


HEATHER

Goodnight Madeline.


MADELINE

Goodnight.

HEATHER walks off.

MADELINE turns around and looks at her. 

Her once laughing face as turned serious.


MADELINE


(To herself.)

There's no such thing when you just don't believe, Heather.

CUT TO:

INT. HEATHER'S ROOM

HEATHER enters her bedroom and shuts the door. 

She pulls something out of her pocket.

It seems to be a lock of some kind.

Her telephone begins to ring. 

She makes her way over to her cordless phone on her dresser and answers it.


HEATHER


(Into phone.)

Hello.


CARRIE (V.O.)

Hey, girl. Ian and I going to the Calypso tonight. Wanna come?


HEATHER


(Into phone.)

I can't. I have something that I need to do.


CARRIE (V.O.)

Please.


HEATHER


(Hesitantly. In phone.)

Sure. Just give me a few minutes to get ready.


CARRIE (V.O.)

Awesome. We'll leave now. It takes about thirty minutes to get to your place.


HEATHER


(On phone.)

Bye.

HEATHER hangs up the phone.

She opens her dresser and pulls out a hammer.

Making her back to the bedroom door, she starts opening up the lock she bought.


HEATHER


(To herself.)

Try coming through the door now.

CUT TO:

HEATHER makes her way over to her bed and gets down on her knees and looks under it.

She reaches her hand underneath and grabs out a heavy black bag and inside was a camera.

CUT TO:

EXT. CLUB CALYPSO - NIGHT

The music can be heard coming out of the front doors. 

People in the line are dancing a little.

IAN pulls the car up to the side. 

They step out.


HEATHER

Look at the line.

CARRIE starts dancing a little.


CARRIE

Don't worry about it. Ian knows the doorman.

The three walk to the front of the line.

BENNY, the doorman, was standing there pushing people back.


IAN

Hey Benny. Can we get in?


BENNY

Sure, man. How you been?


IAN

Good, thanks. Say hello to your mother for me, big guy.


BENNY

Sure.

CUT TO:

INT. CLUB CALYPSO

People are dancing on one another. 

The music is loud. 

IAN grabs CARRIE by the arm and starts making his way out onto the dance floor.


CARRIE


(To Heather.)

Find us a table.

HEATHER starts making her way through the crowd.

She sits down at a table. 

She starts taking off her coat. 

ANIA, the waitress, comes to her.


ANIA

Here you go, sweetie. This is from the gentleman across the room.


HEATHER

Man, he don't waste time. I just got here.


ANIA

Well, he told me that you were a friend of his.

ANIA walks off.

HEATHER looks across the room to see a man sitting at a table with a glass of wine in his hand.

He holds it up and smiles at her.


HEATHER


(Mouths.)

Thanks.

The man gets up and comes over to her.

He takes a seat with her and extends his hand.


VINCE

I'm Vince. It's nice to finally meet you.


HEATHER

Look Vince. It's sweet you bought me a drink, but you're a little too old for me.


VINCE

Don't worry, Heather. I'm not here to pick you up. I'm here because I am your friend.


HEATHER

Excuse me?

VINCE pulls his hand back.


VINCE

You're staying at the Conrad house, aren't you?


HEATHER

Who are you?


VINCE

I'm a friend. A friend that's here to help you.


HEATHER

Look. I don't know who you are, but you're starting to freak me out.


VINCE

You saw it too. In the hallway. You weren't the only one.


HEATHER

What?

VINCE sips his drink.


VINCE

My girlfriend lived in that house right before you did. She committed suicide.


HEATHER

I'm sorry, but what does this have to do with me?


VINCE

There's something wrong with that house. You have to get out of there before it's too late.


HEATHER

Okay. You're crazy. I'm going to say goodbye now and you're going to get up and leave the table.

VINCE stands up and looks at her.


VINCE

Perhaps it's already too late for you, Heather.

VINCE walks away.

IAN comes walking up to the table.


IAN

Who was that?


HEATHER

Just some guy.

HEATHER starts putting her coat back on.


IAN

What are you doing?


HEATHER

I'm not feeling too well. I'm going to head home.


IAN

You just got here.


HEATHER

I know. I'm sorry. Tell Carrie I will call her.


IAN

Heather, wait.

HEATHER stands up along with IAN.


HEATHER

What?


IAN

You've been acting strange ever since you moved into that house. Is something wrong?


HEATHER

Nothing's wrong.


IAN

If you need something...anything... don't hesitate to call me.


HEATHER

I will.

HEATHER turns, but IAN grabs her arm.


IAN

I'm serious, Heather. I'm here for you if you need me. No matter what the problem is.

HEATHER slightly smiles.

CUT TO:

EXT. CLUB CALYPSO - MIDNIGHT

HEATHER stands outside the club on the side of the street trying to flag down a cab.

One finally stops and pulls over for her.

CUT TO:

INT. TAXI CAB

HEATHER sits in the back.


HEATHER

Sixty-six Crescent Drive, please. And drive fast.

CUT TO:

INT. HEATHER'S BEDROOM - SAME NIGHT

HEATHER walks into her bedroom. She steps on something she can't see because it's dark.


HEATHER

Shit.

She tries flicking the light switch.


HEATHER

What the hell is wrong with the electric?

She makes her way over to her dresser drawer and starts digging through when she pulls out a flash-light.


HEATHER

What the hell was that I stepped on?

She shines her light down on the floor to see the lock she had bought on the floor in pieces.


HEATHER

Oh, my God.

Footsteps occur in her room. She frantically turns around and shines the light.


HEATHER


(Calling out.)

Who's there?

The lights to the house click on.

In front of HEATHER was a wall and imprinted on the wall were the words "GET OUT" in large red letters.


HEATHER

Oh, God.

She backs up into someone who was standing behind her.

The flash light drops to the ground.

She let's out a scream.

Turning around to see who was behind her, she realizes that it was just ALICE.


ALICE

You've got to stop this. What's the matter?


HEATHER


(Gasping.)

On the wall.

ALICE looks over to the wall.

CUT TO:

INT. HALLWAY

ALICE is banging on MADELINE'S bedroom door.


ALICE

Madeline, would you please open this door?

HEATHER grabs ALICE'S arm.


HEATHER

It's okay, Alice. Really.

MADELINE opens her bedroom door.

ALICE makes her way inside and HEATHER follows.

INT. MADELINE'S BEDROOM


ALICE

What did you do?


MADELINE

I didn't do anything. What are you talking about?


ALICE

Tell her, Heather.

HEATHER looks at ALICE.

She turns her attention back to MADELINE.


HEATHER

Someone wrote "Get Out" on my wall in large red letters.


ALICE


(Angrily.)

Did you do this, Madeline?


MADELINE

No. I swear, Alice. I had nothing to do with it.

They hear banging on the third floor.


HEATHER

What's that?


ALICE

It's Henry. We'll talk about this in the morning.

ALICE walks away.

HEATHER stands there with MADELINE.


HEATHER

Sorry to bother you, Madeline. See you in the morning.

CUT TO:

INT. ALICE'S KITCHEN - MORNING

ALICE is sitting down at the kitchen table.

MADELINE comes in with breakfast.


ALICE

Grab a plate, Madeline, and pull up a chair. Heather will be down.

HEATHER comes walking into the kitchen.

She sits across from ALICE.


HEATHER

Good morning.


ALICE

Good. Now that we're all here we can get to the bottom of this.

HEATHER sips her milk.


ALICE

If it wasn't you in her room the other night, Madeline, than why don't you tell me who it was.


MADELINE

I don't know, Alice. But I can assure you it wasn't I.


HEATHER

It's fine, Alice. It's done and over with.

ALICE sits her drink.


ALICE

Very well.

CUT TO:

INT. LOCAL LIBRARY - DAY

HEATHER walks into the library and over to one of the librarians at his desk.


HEATHER

Excuse me. I was wondering if you could help look for some books on the supernatural.

CUT TO:

HEATHER stands in the section she wanted to see.


HEATHER

There has to be something in this book.

CUT TO:

EXT. ALICE'S HOUSE - DAY

HEATHER gets out of her car and starts making her way up the porch of the house.

She then sees MADELINE making her way over to her.


HEATHER

How are you, Madeline?


MADELINE

I've been better.


HEATHER

Well, I wish I could stay and chat, but I have something to do.

HEATHER opens the door.

MADELINE grabs her arm and tugs at her.


MADELINE

You have to get out of the house, Heather.


HEATHER

What are you talking about?


MADELINE

I wrote that message on the wall to help you. As a warning.


HEATHER

It was you.


MADELINE

Things aren't what they seem. They are different.


HEATHER

Different.


MADELINE

Your window breaking. Someone in your room. Please tell me you don't think those things happened by a coincidence, do you?


HEATHER

Weren't they.


MADELINE

It's more to it. You and I both know that. That's the reason why you went to the library, right?


HEATHER

What are you watching me now? How do you know that?


MADELINE

It doesn't matter. Whatever you're thinking about this house is right, but much worse.


HEATHER

What is it? Is the house haunted or something?


MADELINE

You could say that.


HEATHER

I thought you told me that you didn't believe in that.


MADELINE

They only exist when you believe they exist.


HEATHER

Well, I don't believe.


MADELINE

But you do. If you didn't than you wouldn't have brought that book home with you.

They stare at one another in silence.


MADELINE

Get out of the house before you end up like the last girl.


HEATHER

Are you talking about the one who hung herself?


MADELINE

That girl didn't kill herself. You should know that.

HEATHER grows curious.


ALICE (O.S.)

What's going on?

HEATHER turns to see ALICE in the doorway.


HEATHER

Nothing. I was just asking Madeline here a question.


ALICE

I don't pay Madeline to answer questions, Heather. She's here to do her job. If you have a question than just ask me.


HEATHER

Okay. Why don't you tell me what happened to the last girl that lived here?


ALICE

What do you mean?


HEATHER

Did she kill herself?


ALICE

Yes.


HEATHER

Are you sure?


ALICE

Who told you this?


(to Madeline.)

Did you tell her this?


MADELINE

No. I didn't.


HEATHER

If you'll excuse me, I have work I need to do.

HEATHER goes inside.

ALICE stares at MADELINE with evil eyes.

CUT TO:

INT. HEATHER'S ROOM - NIGHT

HEATHER lies in her bed tossing and turning.

She wakes up covered in sweat.

Standing at her door was ALICE. Looking at her.


HEATHER

Excuse me, Alice, but what are you doing in here?


ALICE

You okay, honey? I could hear you tossing and turning.


HEATHER

I'm fine. It was a dream.


ALICE

Alright. Goodnight.

ALICE walks out the room.

HEATHER gets out of bed and turns on a light.

She walks back over to her bed to see pieces of her hair that had been cut out lying on the sheets.


HEATHER

What.

She runs her fingers through her hair.


HEATHER

Who did this?

A picture hanging above her bed falls on the bed.

She looks to see a hole in the wall that the picture had been covering up.

Walking over to the wall, she looks through the hole.

CUT TO:

INT. STAIRWAY - DAY

ALICE stands at the bottom of the steps.


ALICE


(Calling to Heather.)

Heather! Alice and I are going in to town for a bit. Do you need us to get you something?


HEATHER (O.S.)


(Calling out.)

No. Thank you.

INT. HEATHER'S BEDROOM

She makes her way over to the window and peeks outside to make sure that ALICE and MADELINE were leaving.

She watches as they pull off.

HEATHER makes her way back over to the hole.


HEATHER


(To Herself.)

Okay Alice. What the hell are you hiding in these walls?

HEATHER grabs a crowbar out from her bed.

She begins hitting the wall and the whole to make it bigger. 

She knew something was behind it.

She drops the crowbar to the ground.


HEATHER

What is this?

A huge symbol was imprinted within the wall.

CUT TO:

INT. IAN & CARRIE'S APARTMENT - DAY

CARRIE is lying down on the couch.

IAN is in the kitchen going through the fridge.

HEATHER stands there talking with them.


HEATHER

There was some sort of symbol on the wall.


IAN

A pentagon.


HEATHER

No. I know what a pentagon looks like. This was different.


IAN

I couldn't tell you what it is then.


CARRIE

Weird things have been happening to you ever since you moved into that house, Heather.


HEATHER

I know.


CARRIE

Don't you think you should move out or something?


HEATHER

I can't. It's not that easy. Where will I go?


CARRIE

Didn't you say that you got back in touch with you father?


HEATHER

Yeah, but I can't go there. He's still with Carol.


CARRIE

Well, you can come here and stay with us until you can find a place of your own.


HEATHER

Maybe.

IAN walks over and hands CARRIE a drink.


IAN

Oh, come on, Heather. It'll be lots of fun. The three of us together again. Just like the old days.

HEATHER pulls out a stool from the kitchen counter.


HEATHER

There's something going on in that house. I have to find out.


CARRIE

Maybe you're not supposed to find out what's wrong with the house, Heather.


IAN

Yeah. Maybe you're just meant to get the hell out.


CARRIE

Someone living in that house does not want you there.


HEATHER

I don't know. I have a hard time believing that Alice would do a thing like this.


CARRIE

Well, who?


HEATHER

I mean, she's odd at times. Like the other night I woke up to see her staring at me in my room.


CARRIE

That's creepy.


IAN

Maybe she has the hots for you or something.

IAN walks over to the bathroom.


CARRIE


(To Ian.)

Not funny.

CARRIE puts her attention back to HEATHER.


HEATHER

So many weird things have been happening to me since I've moved into that house.


CARRIE

Well, the longer you stay there then the more it'll happen.

CUT TO:

INT. ALICE'S HOUSE - HALLWAY - NIGHT

HEATHER walks into the house and shuts the front door behind her. 

All the lights are out.


HEATHER


(Calling out.)

Alice...Madeline.

CUT TO:

INT. HEATHER'S HALLWAY

HEATHER stands by her bedroom door. 

She looks down the opposite end of the hallway to see MADELINE'S room with the lights on.


HEATHER


(Calling out.)

Madeline.

She walks into MADELINE'S room.

INT. MADELINE'S ROOM

She looks around for MADELINE, but doesn't see anything.


HEATHER

Madeline, it's Heather. Are you in here?

HEATHER looks down on MADELINE'S bed to see a book.

She turns the book around and on the front is a picture of the symbol that was on her wall.


HEATHER


(Covering her mouth.)

Oh, my God.


MADELINE (O.S.)

Heather.

HEATHER drops the book and turns around.


HEATHER

Madeline.


MADELINE

What are you doing?


HEATHER

Nothing.

MADELINE walks over to the bed.

HEATHER backs away.

MADELINE knows she seen the book.


HEATHER

It was you.


MADELINE

What are you talking about?


HEATHER

You did those things. You put that symbol behind the wall.


MADELINE

You're mistaken. What symbol? What is the matter with you?


HEATHER

Stay back, Madeline.

INT. HALLWAY

HEATHER backs out into the hallway.


MADELINE

What are you doing? You're not scared of an old woman, are you, Heather?


HEATHER

I'm scared of what you might try and do to me.


MADELINE

I wouldn't harm you.


HEATHER

Liar.

HEATHER continues backing up.


HEATHER

You stay away!

HEATHER turns around and darts down the steps. 

Her beaded necklace around her neck breaks and falls into pieces.

MADELINE steps onto the step and slips on a bead. 

She tumbles down the steps to her death.


HEATHER

Oh, God.

MADELINE lies on the ground covered in blood.

HEATHER turns around to see ALICE there. 

She starts crying as she reached out and wrapped her arms around her.


ALICE

What's wrong?


HEATHER


(Crying.)

It was Madeline. She did those things to me.


ALICE

Oh, you poor child. It's okay. I'm so sorry. I had no idea Madeline felt such hatred towards you.

CUT TO:

INT. IAN & CARRIE'S APARTMENT - DAY

HEATHER is sitting down on the edge of their couch. 

She's talking to CARRIE about what happened.


HEATHER

This entire time. Everything that happened was Madeline.


CARRIE

I'm sorry, Heather.


HEATHER

I feel so bad. I mean, she just wanted me to leave so bad. She wasn't causing me harm. So why did she have to go?


CARRIE

Hey. Don't get yourself so worked up over that. It's not your fault, Heather.


HEATHER

Why do I feel so wretched?


CARRIE

You should go home and get some sleep. You look tired. We can talk about this tomorrow.


HEATHER

You're right. I'll give you a call tomorrow.

CUT TO:

INT. ALICE'S HOUSE - EVENING

HEATHER comes walking through the door. 

It's pouring and raining outside.

She tries flicking the light. 

It's out.


HEATHER

Alice.

Thunder strikes the air.

It starts raining.

A door closing can be heard coming from the kitchen.

INT. KITCHEN

HEATHER walks into the kitchen, but she doesn't see anyone.


HEATHER

Alice, you here?

She turns around to see the door in the kitchen.


HEATHER

Is that the basement?

She walks over to the door.

Another door is heard opening.

She peers down the hallway of the kitchen to see the front door wide open.

She makes her way into the living room.

INT. LIVING ROOM

She stands at the front door and peeks outside.


HEATHER

Hello.

She walks out into the rain.

There's no one out there.

She looks up at the window where HENRY is usually looking out, but he's not there.


HEATHER

Henry.

HEATHER runs back inside the house.

INT. LIVING ROOM

She slams the front door shut.

She faces the steps and darts up them.

INT. HALLWAY

HEATHER comes to a stop when she reaches the top.

She turns her attention towards HENRY'S room.


HEATHER

Shit.

She runs to HENRY'S bedroom door and opens it up.

INT. HENRY'S ROOM

HEATHER stands there with shock.

HENRY is back in his chair.


HEATHER

Henry.

HENRY is mumbling.

HEATHER slowly walks to him.


HEATHER

Henry, what's wrong? What are you saying?

HENRY'S voice comes into focus.


HENRY

The bombs...the bombs...bam...the bombs! Bam!


HEATHER

Henry, stop it.


HENRY


(Louder.)

Bam! Bam! Bam!


HEATHER

Henry.

HENRY comes to a stop.

HEATHER stands there looking at him.

ALICE grabs her shoulder.

HEATHER gasps and jumps in place.


ALICE


(Smiling.)

I thought you were done by being spooked in this house.


HEATHER

He walked.


ALICE

What?


HEATHER

He left the chair. I didn't see him in the window.


ALICE

That's impossible, honey. I told you he hasn't left that chair in six years.


HEATHER

Yeah, but you also told me that he was strong as a horse and that he could walk, but chose not to.


ALICE

I did, but trust me, honey. He isn't going anywhere.


HEATHER

I was looking for you outside. I look at the window and he wasn't there, Alice.


ALICE

Did you do this before or after the rain could have altered your eye sight, sweetie?


HEATHER

What do you mean?


ALICE

It's raining out. You probably did not see him because of the water on the window and the water that was falling on your face.


HEATHER

That's stupid.


ALICE

Excuse me.


HEATHER

Nothing. I didn't mean to just go wondering through your house. I'm sorry.

HEATHER walks out the door.

CUT TO:

INT. HEATHER'S ROOM - NIGHT

HEATHER lies in bed sleeping.

Thunder strikes the air, waking her up.

She opens her eyes and looks around the room.

She can hear ALICE mumbling words from outside.


HEATHER


(Lowly.)

Alice.

HEATHER steps out of bed.

Thunder continues striking the air.

EXT. HEATHER'S ROOM - HALLWAY

HEATHER opens her door and steps out into the hallway.

She can hear ALICE still mumbling something.

She walks to the top of the steps and peeks down into the living room where ALICE was.

ALICE lies out on the floor with candles all around her.

Whatever ALICE was chanting has come into focus.


ALICE


(Chanting.)

I take within thee. The power that is within thee, the youth within thee, the blood within thee.

HEATHER gets curious.


HEATHER

What is she doing?

ALICE breathes heavily.

As if something was about to pop out of her chest.

She starts moaning.


ALICE


(Demonic.)

I take within thee. The power that is within thee, the youth within thee, the blood within thee.


HEATHER

Oh, shit.

The flames on the candles start sparking.

ALICE comes to a stop.

Her eyes open wide, but a pure white.

HEATHER backs up.


HEATHER


(Murmuring.)

Shit. I hope she didn't see me.

ALICE lies there and starts laughing.

CUT TO BLACK:

ALICE'S demonic laughs can still be heard.

FADE IN:

INT. HEATHER'S BEDROOM - SAME NIGHT

The rain and thunder continues outside.

HEATHER closes her door.

She makes her way over to her telephone and grabs it.

She dials CARRIE'S phone number.


HEATHER

Come on. Pick up.

HEATHER looks at the clock to see it's eleven o'clock.

CUT TO:

INT. IAN & CARRIE'S APARTMENT - BEDROOM - SAME NIGHT

CARRIE and IAN are in bed with one another.

They're making love.

CARRIE is sitting on top IAN, riding him, when they hear the phone ring.


CARRIE

Fuck.


IAN

Just let it go.

CUT TO:

INT. HEATHER'S BEDROOM

HEATHER sits on the phone.

The answering machine picks up.


HEATHER


(Leaving message.)

Ian, it's Heather. I need you to come get me. Something is wrong here. Please call me back.

She hangs up the phone.

Grabbing her coat, she throws it on over her nightie.

She gets down on the ground and looks under her bed for her shoes.


HEATHER

Shit. Where in the hell are my shoes?

Just forgetting about her shoes since she can't seem to find them, she makes her way over to her door.

She puts her ear against the door.

She wanted to make sure she could hear ALICE going to bed.

Applying her hand to the knob, she slowly opens the door and peeks out to see where ALICE was.


HEATHER

Oh, thank God.

INT. HALLWAY

HEATHER slowly steps out into the hallway.

She closes the door behind her.

Her feet slowly step on the wooden floor as she makes her way over to the steps.

She didn't want them to creak.

She turns her head around and looks back towards ALICE'S bedroom door to make sure she wasn't coming.

She places one foot on the steps.

She then slowly starts going down them.

When her foot hits one of the steps closest to the top it makes a creaking sound.

She comes to a sudden stop.


HEATHER

Come on, Heather.

She makes it to the bottom of the steps.

INT. LIVING ROOM

HEATHER reaches into her pockets for her keys.

They're not there.


HEATHER

Shit, shit, shit. Where the hell are the keys?

She thinks for a second.


HEATHER

In the car.

She slowly opens the front door.

When the front door comes to a close, she darts down the steps and out into the pouring rain.

She comes to a stop.


HEATHER

Shit! Where's the car? Where the hell is my car?

She stands there looking around.


HEATHER

No.

She looks up at the window to see HENRY there.

There's a grin on his face.

HEATHER goes back inside the house.

INT. LIVING ROOM

HEATHER stands at the bottom of the steps.

She peeks up to see ALICE walking across the hall.

Covering her mouth, she quickly backs away.

ALICE can be heard going into the bathroom.

HEATHER turns around to see the candles ALICE had sprawled out onto the floor.

She bends down over the candles.

There was a pentagon etched in white chalk.


HEATHER

A pentagon.

Her eyes light up when she finds a clump of hair.

She remember the night she woke up to find her hair had been cut out while she was sleeping.


HEATHER


(Silently.)

My hair.


ALICE (O.S.)

Who's down there?

HEATHER turns her head in the direction of the steps.

INT. KITCHEN 

She hides around the corner.

In front of the basement door.


HEATHER

What's going on?

INT. LIVING ROOM

ALICE walks around the living room.


ALICE

I heard you down here. You can't hide from me.

ALICE looks down on the ground to see wet footprints.


ALICE

You know, if you're trying to hide from me you should really clean your tracks the next time. Cause according them you're hiding in the kitchen.

INT. KITCHEN

HEATHER slowly opens the basement door.

INT. BASEMENT

HEATHER slowly steps onto the stairway.

She can hear ALICE making her way into the kitchen.

HEATHER makes her way down the basement steps.


HEATHER

Come on, Heather. You can get out of this.

She looks around the basement.

Shackles and chains had been tied to the walls.


HEATHER

Oh, my God.

She can see a noose hanging over a tub.

The tub was red stained and rusted.


HEATHER

What is this?


ALICE (O.S.)

You're in the basement.

HEATHER hides under the steps.

ALICE comes to a stop at the bottom of the steps.


ALICE

Where are you?

ALICE walks over to a bunch of boxes in the corner and looks behind them.

Nothing there.


ALICE

Well, there's not much to this basement. So, there's only one other place you can be.

ALICE turns and looks in the direction of the steps.

She makes her way over to them and peers her head under.

HEATHER was gone.

CUT TO:

HEATHER stands at the top of the basement steps.

She then moves out into the kitchen.

INT. KITCHEN

HEATHER runs through the kitchen and into the living room.

INT. LIVING ROOM

HEATHER makes her way up the steps.

CUT TO:

INT. HEATHER'S BATHROOM

HEATHER grabs a towel and starts drying her damp hair.

She grabs a t-shirt and throws it on.

She also wears short booty shorts.

INT. HEATHER'S BEDROOM

She rushes over to her bed and hops in.

CUT TO:

INT. HALLWAY

ALICE stands in the hallway.

In front of HEATHER'S door.


ALICE


(Calling out.)

Heather.

ALICE slowly opens the door.

She sees HEATHER lying in bed.

INT. HEATHER'S BEDROOM

HEATHER continues to pretend she's sleeping.

She hears the door shut.

She opens her eyes and gets out of bed.

HEATHER walks over to her door and puts her ear against it.

She doesn't hear anything.

She slowly opens the door and peeks her head out.

ALICE wasn't there.

She comes back into her room and closes the door.

Standing behind the door was ALICE.


ALICE

Boo!

HEATHER screams.

ALICE takes her hand and hits HEATHER in the nose.

HEATHER falls back.


HEATHER

You bitch!


ALICE

It's time, Heather.

ALICE walks over and grabs HEATHER by the feet.


HEATHER

Get off me!

HEATHER manages to kick her in the gut.

ALICE falls back into the wall.

HEATHER gets up and darts out her bedroom.

INT. HALLWAY

She makes her way down the hallway and into MADELINE'S room.

INT. MADELINE'S ROOM

HEATHER shuts the door and locks it.

She turns around and looks on MADELINE'S bed.

The book she found opens up and the pages flip open.

HEATHER makes her way over to the book.

She lifts it up to see the symbol that was written on her wall.

She reads the title of the symbol.


HEATHER


(Reading.)

"Circle of Protection."

She drops the book.


ALICE (O.S.)

Heather!

ALICE fires a shotgun through the door.

HEATHER screams.

She makes her way over to the door.

ALICE opens the door.

HEATHER is hidden from the door when it opens.


ALICE

Where are you, Heather? Don't you understand I need you?

ALICE shuts the door.

HEATHER had grabbed the book and brought it with her.

She holds it in the air and strikes ALICE on the back.

ALICE falls to the ground.

HEATHER darts out into the hallway.

INT. HALLWAY

HEATHER makes her way to the steps.

ALICE fires the gun and misses.

HEATHER drops to the ground and tumbles down the steps.

INT. LIVING ROOM

HEATHER lies at the bottom of the steps.


HEATHER

Ouch.

She stands up and makes her way to the front door.

EXT. ALICE'S HOUSE

HEATHER stumbles out onto the porch.

She runs out into the yard.

She trips over a rock and falls to the slippery ground.

Thunder hits the air.

She looks up at HENRY'S window to see he isn't there.


HEATHER

Henry.

She stands up.

Arms wrap around.

She screams.

Kicking and screaming, she can't see who has her.


HEATHER

Let me go.

She gets loose and falls to the ground.

She looks up to see who had her.

It was HENRY.


HEATHER

You.


HENRY

Come on, Heather. It's not fun when you don't play by the rules.

HEATHER stands up and runs off.

ALICE opens the front door and looks to HENRY.


ALICE


(To Henry.)

What the hell are you waiting for, Henry? Get your tired ass out there and catch her!


HENRY

Get me the keys to the car.

CUT TO:

INT. IAN & CARRIE'S APARTMENT - SAME NIGHT

CARRIE and IAN are lying in bed.

They just got done making love.


CARRIE

I'm going to take a quick shower before I go to bed.


IAN

Okay.


CARRIE

Why don't you check the machine and see who called?

CARRIE walks into the bathroom.

IAN stands up and grabs his cell phone.

He dials a number and listens to the operator.


OPERATOR

You have one new voice mail.

He hears the message left by HEATHER.

CUT TO:

EXT. COUNTRY ROAD

HEATHER is running down Crescent Drive, her drive way, the two mile road that lead to the house.

The rain is pouring.

She can see a car come into view.


HEATHER

Stop! Please!

The car stops.

She runs to the car and gets in.

She slams the door shut.

INT. CAR


HEATHER

You have to get me out of here as quick as possible! They're going to kill me.

HEATHER looks at the man driving.

It was HENRY.


HEATHER

No!

HENRY laughs.

The door lock automatically.

HEATHER tugs at the door.


HENRY

Ain't no use tryin'. They only open from the outside.

HEATHER kicks open the window.


HENRY

Hey! What the hell are you doing, you little bitch?


HEATHER

Fuck you.

HEATHER tries opening the door.

HENRY grabs her by the air and pulls her back.


HENRY

You're not going anywhere. Not until my wife gets what she needs from you.


HEATHER

What's wrong with you fucking people?

HENRY hits her head against the window.


HENRY

Now, is that anyway to talk to the elderly?

HEATHER holds her head.


HEATHER

Please. What do you plan on doing with me?


HENRY

I think you already know the answer to that question. I mean, Alice has only been telling you how young and beautiful you are since the first day you moved in.


HEATHER

She wants my youth. She wants to take my youth away from me and give them to herself.


HENRY

Bingo. She's been doing it for quite some time now. How do you think she's been alive for all this time.


HEATHER

Why is she doing this? What's wrong with her?


HENRY

There's nothing wrong with her. It started when she was about seven-teen. Her family has a history of dying young. She got into magic, but took it to a darker side. She would do whatever it took to say young. When she realized the power that she had it sort of became an addiction. Like a drug.


HEATHER

She gets her kicks out of killing young and innocent girls because she's fucking crazy and thinks she can retain her youth.


HENRY

She doesn't think. She does. It's happened many times. To many girls before you.


HEATHER

Is that what happened to the last girl that lived here?


HENRY

No. She died by an accident. When she found out the truth she too tried getting away, but when she turned around to see Alice behind her, she got scared and backed out the window.


HEATHER

So you're helping her because you think she can give you youth too, right?


HENRY

She's done it before! Why do you keep on acting like it doesn't exist or something?


HEATHER

Because it doesn't! And you're even crazier for helping her!

EXT. ALICE'S HOUSE

ALICE is standing on her porch.

The shotgun is in her hand.

HENRY steps out the car with HEATHER by the hair.


ALICE

It took you that long to catch the little tramp.


HENRY

Patience, honey.


ALICE

Just get her ass inside the house, Henry. I've already been waiting long enough.

HEATHER grabs the keys from HENRY.

She kicks him in the groin.

HENRY falls to the ground.

She runs to the car and gets inside.

INT. HENRY'S CAR

HEATHER puts the key in the ignition.


HEATHER

Son of a bitch! Start.

The car starts.

She puts it into reverse and begins backing up.

ALICE is seen out the front windshield aiming her shotgun.


HEATHER

Shit.

ALICE fires a shot at her tire.

The car immediately stops.

HEATHER hits the wheel.


HEATHER

Fuck!

CUT TO:

INT. IAN'S CAR

IAN is stuck at a red light.


IAN


(Disgusted.)

Red lights.

The light turns green, but traffic slowly moves.

He blows the horn.


IAN

Go!

CUT TO:

EXT. ALICE'S HOUSE

HEATHER gets out HENRY'S car.

She starts to run, but HENRY catches her.

He throws her to the ground.


HEATHER

Get the hell off me!

HEATHER continues struggling.

All of a sudden she feels something press against her head.

She looks up to see ALICE with the shotgun at her head.


ALICE

Enough games, Heather. I don't want to shoot you.


HEATHER

Bitch.


ALICE

Now, we're going to do this one step at a time.

HEATHER gives in.


ALICE

Get up and slowly make your way back into the house.

They make it onto the porch.

ALICE takes the back of the gun and hits HEATHER in the head.

CUT TO BLACK

FADE IN:

INT. ALICE'S BASEMENT

HEATHER opens her eyes.

She is shackled to the floor.

Shackled over a pentagon that's lit with candles.


HEATHER

No!


ALICE

Oh, shut up.

HEATHER tugs at the shackles.


HEATHER

I should've known it was you. I ignored the clues.


ALICE

What clues?


HEATHER

It was Madeline. She was trying to protect me. She knew what you were up to. She didn't deserve to die on those steps. You did!


ALICE

Oh, that hag had it coming to her anyway. I never did like the way she cleaned the house.


HEATHER

Oh, whatever, you manipulative wench! You wanted me to think it was Madeline.

CUT TO:

INT. IAN & CARRIE'S APARTMENT

CARRIE comes walking out the bathroom with the towel around her.

She doesn't see IAN.


CARRIE

Ian.

She walks over to the bed and grabs the cell phone.

She dials the voice mail and holds it to her ear.

CUT TO:

INT. ALICE'S BASEMENT

HENRY walks over to ALICE and hands her a dagger.

It was the same dagger HEATHER found in the kitchen drawer.


HENRY

Come on, Alice. Let's get the show on the road.


ALICE

Shut your mouth. I was just about to start.

ALICE starts flipping through her book.


ALICE

I'm so glad you stayed here for as long as you did, Heather. All the other occupants never seemed to stay so long. Which is why I spent so many years looking like this, but thanks to you I don't have to wait another day.


HEATHER

Go to hell, bitch.

ALICE holds the dagger in the air.


ALICE


(Chanting.)

I take within thee. The power that is within thee, the youth within thee, the blood within thee.

She cuts a gash in HEATHER'S arm.

She let's HEATHER'S blood drip into a cup.


ALICE


(Chanting louder.)

I take within thee. The power that is within thee, the youth within thee, the blood within thee.

ALICE takes the dagger and cuts her hand.

She drips it into the cup as well.

ALICE turns to HENRY.


HENRY

Hold her mouth.


HEATHER

No!

HENRY gets down on his knees.

He holds HEATHER'S mouth open.

ALICE bends down and pours a little bit of the blood from the cup into her mouth.

HENRY shuts HEATHER'S mouth.

Forcing her to swallow.


ALICE


(Chanting louder.)

I take within thee. The power that is within thee, the youth within thee, the blood within thee.

ALICE sips the cup.

She then takes the rest of the blood in the cup and sprinkles it around the pentagon.


ALICE


(Screaming.)

I take within thee, Heather Baker!


HEATHER

No!

ALICE raises the dagger.

She's about to stab her in the chest.

Everything in the room starts flying around.

Boxes are being thrown into the wall.

ALICE brings the dagger down.

But the lights click out.


ALICE


(To Henry.)

Shit, Henry! Get the lights. It won't work if she can't see herself bleed!

The lights click on.

HEATHER is unshackled.

She's standing in front of ALICE.


HEATHER

Boo!

HEATHER hits her dead in the nose.

ALICE falls into the ground.

HENRY looks pissed.


HENRY

You little slut! How did you get out of that.


IAN (O.S.)

Me.

HENRY turns around to see IAN standing there.

He swings a piece of wood into his side.

HENRY falls to the ground.

IAN grabs HEATHER by the hand.


IAN

Come on, Heather.

HENRY manages to grab HEATHER and pulls her back.

IAN falls onto the steps.

HENRY has a grip on HEATHER.

ALICE lunges at her with the dagger.


HEATHER

No!

HEATHER gets free and drops down to the ground.

The dagger sinks into HENRY.

ALICE looks at him in horror.


ALICE

Henry.


HENRY


(Dying.)

You dumb wench.

ALICE pulls the dagger out of him.

He drops to the ground.

ALICE drops to her knees.


ALICE

No.

IAN and HEATHER run up the steps.

CUT TO:

EXT. ALICE'S HOUSE - NIGHT

IAN and HEATHER come running out the house.

IAN gets into his car and starts it up.

They start driving off.

CUT TO:

INT. ALICE'S BASEMENT

ALICE sits in tears.


ALICE


(Crying.)

Oh, Henry.

CUT TO:

INT. IAN'S CAR

IAN looks over to HEATHER.


IAN

I told you I'd be there if you ever needed me, Heather.


HEATHER

Thank you, Ian.

IAN keeps driving.


HEATHER

Nobody's ever going to believe me when I tell them.


IAN

I believe you.

CUT TO:

EXT. ALICE'S HOUSE - SAME NIGHT

A taxi pulls up to the front of the house.

The doors open.

CARRIE gets out and pays the man.

She watches him drive off.

She runs onto the porch of the house.

She knocks on the door.


CARRIE

Heather. Ian. It's me. What's going on?

CUT TO:

INT. BASEMENT

ALICE hears CARRIE at the door.


ALICE

Well, what do you know? The Lord works in mysterious ways.

ALICE gets up.

CUT TO:

EXT. ALICE'S HOUSE - PORCH

CARRIE is still knocking at the door.


CARRIE

Is anyone home?

The door slowly creeps open.

CARRIE looks into the dark house.


CARRIE


(Calling out.)

Hello.

CARRIE walks into the house.

The door slams behind her.

CUT TO BLACK

CARRIE'S screaming is heard in the background.
